In respect of the traditional cooperation framework developed between our institutions in 
field of military education and training programs under EMILYO framework, we are 
sincerely honoured to invite your cadets to participate in the “SEAMANSHIP”  Training 
Module, organized by the Romanian Naval Academy-Seamanship Training Base, in 
Constanta/Romania, during 23rd to 27th of June 2025.  

The seamanship training module will be suitable not only for Navy students, but also for 
all applicants coming from other services, from 1st to 3rd year of study, interested in skill 
development for small boats manoeuvring (e.g. rowing or sailing boats, canoes, or motor 
boats).
